5. Matters Arising from Minutes
a. Special Dispensation    
      Following on from the previous meeting Clerk made enquiries to PCC regarding 

      special dispensation for the 4 councillors that sit on the hall committee. He spoke to 

      Mr Wyn Richards who is the monitoring officer. His advice is that under Part 3 of the 

      Members Code of Conduct Paragraph 12(2)(a)(iii)

         ”you will not be regarded as having a prejudicial interest in any business where 

          that business – 

(a) Relates to (i) another relevant authority of which you are also a member;

         (ii) another public authority or body exercising functions of a 

            public nature in which you hold a position of general control or 

            management;

         (iii) a body to which you have been elected, appointed or 

            nominated by your authority   

In essence this means that for those councillors on the village hall committee, this will be a personal but not a prejudicial interest. The community council is a consultee and not deciding the application. Therefore councillors Wayne Bowen, Geoff Morgan and Darren Rogers are able to participate in the discussion and vote on any matters the council feel appropriate to the application. Councillor Tracy Lewis can participate but not vote.

b. Llanbister Road Defibrillator. Clerk has been in touch with a firm of electricians and has arranged a site visit on Monday 5th October. We may have a quote that will help us get it installed.

c. Cattle grids and highways. Clerk will do a drive round of the patch this month and take extensive photos. They will go to PCC via County Councillor Rachel Powell. Hopefully something will be done to rectify the issues this time round

6. Planning
Receive planning application 20/1408/FUL relating to the Llanbister Community Hall. Expiry date for observations is 7/10/20. Following a review of the plans it was agreed that the plans look good and we should support it. The council feel that we should make comment about the partnership with Mid and North Powys Mind and the benefits to the local population and economy, plus the increase in storage and additional meeting / function room. Proposed by Geoff Morgan and seconded by Catherine James. Clerk to action the comments

7. Any other business

a. RES grant from last financial year. The project completion report from the purchase of the AED and cabinet has been submitted by clerk to PAVO. 

b. RES grants for this current round will be available from 8th October until mid-December. Ideas for a grant include a concrete walkway round the memorial cenotaph with steps and disabled access to it and paying for the AED cabinet to be installed. Clerk will look into different surfaces for the walkway including concrete, slabs and tarmac and obtain 2 quotes for the work. In the interim he will apply for a grant and a final decision can be made at the next meeting

c. General meeting format. All councillors have agreed that Zoom is the only safe way forward for meetings at the moment. With a 40 minute limit on free Zoom it was suggested that we pay for the full Zoom but at £15 per month it was not practical. If we need more than 40 minutes then clerk can arrange 2 X 40 minute meetings for a large agenda with a 5 or 10 minute break in between.
